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On Saturday, July 16, the statue of Our Lady of Einsiedeln was dedicated to the priest 

section. Bishop Christopher Coyne performed the dedication ceremony.  

Father Joe Newton was in charge of fundraising for the project and had the funds com-

mitted within a few weeks. He is shown to the left of Bishop Coyne the top photo. 

A black granite base was secured to mount the statue on from Millennium Memorials 

here in Indianapolis. Wording is engraved on the front that states: òThou Art A Priest 

Foreveró. It is a beautiful addition to the cemetery, so stop by the Priest section on the 

south side of the Chapel Mausoleum to see it. 

 

Here is a bit of the description of Einsiedeln from Sacred Destinations: 

In the 9th century, the monk St. Meinrad, of the family of the Counts of Hohenzollern, left 

one of the local monasteries to built a hermitage in the wilderness that would later become 

Einsiedeln. He took with him a miracle-working statue of the Virgin Mary given to him by 

the Abbess Hildegarde of Zürich. He soon became well-known in the local village for his 

kindness and holiness, and received many visitors and gifts.  

On January 21, 861, two thieves murdered Meinrad for the treasure in his hermitage. Ac-

cording to legend, the murderers were apprehended after two ravens followed them into 

town and drew attention to them with loud squawking. In 940, a small group of Benedic-

tine monks transformed Meinrad's little hermitage into the Lady Chapel. The chapel is said 

to have been consecrated by Christ himself on September 14, 948. The bishop who was to 

consecrate the new site had a vision in which the church was filled with a brilliant light as 

Christ approached the altar; the next day, when he went to perform the ceremony, he heard 

a voice saying the chapel had already been divinely consecrated. The miracle was con-

firmed by Pope Leo VIII 16 years later in a papal bull.

The bronze Stations of the Cross we had along the 

western most road of the cemetery, will soon be back 

in place. Four new Stations were produced for the 

ones stolen. We were able to use photos we had to 

be as accurate as possible in the reproduction. We 

have tried to make them as theft proof as possible so 

they are mounted differently than before. 

We hope to have them back in place this fall and our 

annual Stations of the Cross procession on Good Fri-

day, 2012, outside once again, weather permitting.  

Our All Soulõs Day Masses will be Wednesday, 

November 2, at noon and 6 P.M. They will be 

celebrated at noon by Msgr. Joseph Schaedel 

and at 6 P.M. by Father Bill Stumpf.  

The names of all those who were buried, en-

tombed or inurned since All Soulõs Day last 

year, will be read aloud during each Mass.
